DEFINITIONS

1) Definition of the word “Evangel” = to proclaim

    Evangelist – one who proclaims

    Evangelism – act of proclaiming the Gospel of Jesus Christ

2) Definition of the word “Gospel” = “Good News” (specifically, the good news about        

    Jesus Christ)
What is this Good News? 
THE GOOD NEWS IS THAT, AMONG MANY OTHER THINGS: 
Jesus Christ came to earth to save us 

Jesus Christ has set us free

Jesus Christ has forgiven our sins
Jesus Christ lives within us 
Jesus Christ has given us everything we need for life and godliness

The gospel depicts the birth, life, death, resurrection and return of Jesus Christ

THIS GOSPEL is what we are called to share with the “lost” (unbelievers), so that they might be saved

John 10:7-9 - Therefore Jesus said again, "I tell you the truth, I am the gate for the sheep. All who ever came before me were thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not listen to them. I am the gate; whoever enters through me will be saved. 

John 14:6 – I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me

3) Definition of the word, “doctrine” = teaching (the teaching on a particular subject)
4) Definition of the word, “seeker” = a person who is considering the truths of the Gospel in order to potentially begin a relationship with God through Jesus Christ

PREFACE

EVERYONE is responsible to participate in Evangelism (to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ) 
All of us are under the authority of THE GREAT COMMISSION, which says; 

Matthew 28:19-20 - Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.

PRESENTING THE GOSPEL

Before you present the Gospel, you must;                                                                   
1) Have a plan                                                                                   
2) Have a good plan                                                                              
3) Execute the good plan
There are many “plans” currently available to the followers of Jesus that can assist a person in clearly presenting the Gospel of Jesus Christ (presenting what is often called, “The Plan of Salvation”)

The particular “Plan” that is presented here below to assist in the presentation of the Gospel of Jesus Christ uses the 10 verse sequence AWCFROGROL 
AWCFROGROL is an acronym linked with a sequence of “Key Words” and corresponding verses that form the basis of a gospel presentation and which depict the fundamental doctrines used when doing a gospel presentation
EACH OF THE 10 AWCFROGROL LETTERS IS RELATED TO A “KEY WORD” THAT COMMUNICATES A DOCTRINAL POSITION
A – ADMIT

W – WAGES

C – CONFESS

F – FORGIVE

R – REPENT

O – OPEN

G – GRACE

R – RECEIVE

O – OBEY

L - LOVE

EACH LETTER / KEY WORD THEN CORRESPONDS TO A BIBLE VERSE THAT LINKS TO A BIBLICAL BASIS FOR ONE OF THE DOCTRINES THAT ARE PART OF THE GOSPEL PRESENATION
A -​ ADMIT (Romans 3:23) – For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of god

W ​- WAGES (Romans 6:23) – For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of god is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord
C ​– CONFESS (Romans 10:9) – That if you confess with your mouth, Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that god raised him from the dead, you will be saved

F ​- FORGIVE (I John 1:9) – If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness

R ​- REPENT (Acts 3:19) – Repent, then, and turn to god, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of refreshing may come from the lord

O ​- OPEN (Revelation 3:20) - Here I am, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me

G ​- GRACE (Ephesians 2:8​9)  - For it is by grace that you have been saved through faith, and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of god, not by works, so that no one can boast

R ​- RECEIVE (John 1:12) – Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God

O ​- OBEY (I John 2:3​4) – We know that we have come to know him if we obey his commands. The man who says, “I know him”, but does not do what he commands is a liar, and the truth is not in him

L ​- LOVE (John 14:21) – Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves me will be loved by my father, and I too will love him and show myself to him

EACH VERSE DEPICTS ONE OF THE FUNDAMENTAL TEACHINGS (DOCTRINES) OF THE GOSPEL THAT, WHEN COMMUNICATED IN SEQUENCE, CAN PRESENT THE GOSPEL CLEARLY AND SIMPLY 
A – ADMIT – The teaching regarding the depravity of man

W – WAGES – The teaching regarding the judgment of God
C – CONFESS – The teaching regarding the Lordship of Jesus 
F – FORGIVE – The teaching regarding the forgiveness of sins

R – REPENT – The teaching regarding repentance

O – OPEN – The teaching regarding the new birth
G – GRACE – The teaching regarding salvation by grace 

R – RECEIVE – The teaching regarding becoming a child of God 

O – OBEY – The teaching regarding obedience 
L – LOVE – The teaching regarding God’s love 

The simplicity of this “Plan” (presenting the Gospel in this format) is that it 
1) Makes it easy to remember the plan, and thus
2) Makes it easy to communicate the Gospel

All one has to remember (memorize) are

1) The “word”, AWCFROGROL

2) The Key Words associated with each of the 10 letters in AWCFROGROL

3) The Bible verse references associated with the Key Words

4) The Bible verses associated with the Bible references

While memorizing the above (which takes a maximum of a few weeks at most), the person also begins to learn and understand the basic teachings (doctrines) associated with the 10 Key Words

HOW DOES SOMEONE THEN ACTUALLY PRESENT THE GOSPEL WITH THIS “PRESENTATION PLAN”?

All that is needed is; 

1) Something to write with

2) Something to write upon

When presenting the gospel, this is all that is necessary, in terms of “materials”
1) First get a pen and a piece of paper

2) Then write the 10 letters “AWCFROGROL” in a vertical column on the piece of paper

3) Next to the 10 letters, write the Key Word associated with the letter (do this so that you can easily remember the Key Word sequence when sharing the gospel) 

A - ADMIT

W - WAGES

C - CONFESS

F - FORGIVE

R - REPENT

O - OPEN

G – GRACE

R - RECEIVE

O - OBEY

L - LOVE

4) Finally, share the gospel, by saying 1-2 sentences that in simple terms describe the doctrinal position associated with the Key Word
WHY IS PRESENTING THE GOSPEL THIS WAY SO EASY?
1) You don’t have to memorize a whole gospel presentation “word for word”. This gives you the freedom to explain the Gospel in your own language, or in the “seekers” own (cultural) language

2) You don’t have to have written “materials” with you to present the gospel, since you will have learned and understood the doctrines associated with the Key Words 
All you have to do after writing the 10 letters and 10 words on the sheet of paper is to communicate a few simple sentences describing the 10 teachings in their order, since this “plan” provides a logical and simple sequence for presentation of the Gospel
Consequently, you can present the gospel from a position of understanding and not from “rote memory”  
WHAT ARE THE 1-2 SENTENCES THAT DESCRIBE THE DOCTRINAL POSITION ASSOCIATED WITH THE 10 KEY WORDS OF AWCFROGROL?

You can use whatever 1-2 sentences you wish to describe the various doctrinal positions in a gospel presentation. Here follows some options of the kinds of things that might be said to briefly describe the different doctrinal positions 

TWO THINGS OF A PERSONAL NOTE REGARDING THESE 1-2 DESCRIPTIVE SENTENCES

1) Each time I share the gospel, I may use a slightly different 1-2 sentence descriptions when describing the doctrinal positions for a variety or reasons (one reasons as simple as ……..I find a more effective way to share by “trial and error”) 

2) When doing a gospel presentation, rarely do I use the actual Bible verse listed above from the AWCFROGROL verse sequence that describes a particular doctrinal position. Rather, I simply describe the position in understandable language (I hope to give the person the verse and reference at the conclusion of the sharing time for their follow-up and further understanding – more on that later)
REMINDER – it is GOD who does the “saving” (converting), and not us. We are simply fulfilling our responsibility to competently (as best we can) communicate the gospel

WHEN GIVING A GOSPEL PRESENTATION, THESE IS THE KINDS OF THINGS THAT I MIGHT SAY

A stands for admit – that means that everyone is a sinner 
W stands for wages – that means that the wages or result of our sin is that we are separated from God, now and also once we die (Hell)

C stands for confess – confess means to acknowledge. That means that if we acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, and believe in our heart that God raised him from the dead, we will be saved

F stands for forgive – that means that if we confess or acknowledge our sins to God, that he will forgive us of our sins 
R stands for repent – repent means to change direction. That means that we were headed in one direction, away from God, and now we choose to change direction and head toward him

O stands for open – that means that if we open our heart to Jesus and invite him into our life, he will come in and live within us

G stands for grace – grace means undeserved love. That means that we are saved through grace alone and can’t work for our salvation. It is a gift that we must accept
R stands for receive – that means that when you ask Jesus into your life and receive him, that you then have the right to become his child
O stands for obey - that means that if you truly wish to follow him, you must obey him
L stands for love – that means that if you love and obey him, he will reveal himself to you

______________________________________________________________
SOME POINTS OF CONSIDERATION WHEN SHARING THE GOSPEL

1) It is critical that you know that the person who hears you present the gospel actually understands what you have shared with them. Consequently, it is recommended that you ask the person to repeat (and possibly even explain) what it is you have just communicated with them (whether they choose to actually accept Jesus or not is of course another matter)

2) It is recommended that you ask the “seeker” throughout the course of your sharing the gospel with them if what you have just said to them makes sense or not, and if not, to further explain it to them
3) After sharing the gospel, I would encourage you to ask them right then if they wish to ask Jesus into their life, and if they wish to do so, then lead them into a relationship with Jesus through prayer (often called leading them in a “prayer of salvation”)

* We will describe how to lead someone lead someone into a relationship with Jesus through a prayer of salvation using the AWCFROGROL sequence in an ensuing lesson
4) If the person does not wish to make a decision to ask Jesus into their life at that time, simply inform them that they can ask Jesus into their life on their own and at any time. However, if they want help in doing so, let them know that you would be glad to be of any assistance or to answer any further questions regarding what they have just heard

5) If appropriate, I encourage you to get the persons phone number (if you don’t know them) and follow-up your gospel presentation with a phone call or other kind of contact, and ask them what they think or if they have any further questions?
6) If you have the time and before you conclude the meeting, write the AWCFROGROL Bible references and verses on the same piece of paper where you had already listed the AWCFROGROL Key Words. Then, give the paper to the person so that they can keep a record of the Key Words and Bible references/verses and potentially look the verses up on their own time after leaving you…………. to see if what you said was “true”. 

Acts 17:11 - Now the Bereans were of more noble character 

than the Thessalonians, for they received the message with 

great eagerness and examined the Scriptures every day to see 

if what Paul said was true.

7) Additionally, if the person does not have a Bible, consider giving them an Old and New Testament Bible (can be purchased for as little as $3), or get their postal address and send them one, so that they can look up the AWCFROGROL verses themselves and additionally have the Word of God at their immediate disposal 

“SLANG” PRESENTATION OF THE GOSPEL 

I often give a “slang” presentation of the gospel to give another “view” of the plan of salvation, which sometimes helps give further understanding to the seeker

I’m sick and I’m gonna die


You’re a doctor and I need help


I’ve tried to help myself, and I can’t do it


Jesus, please help me

THE BIBLICAL BASIS FOR THIS PARTICULAR “SLANG” GOSPEL PRESENTATION IS ALSO A PARTIAL AWCFROGROL SEQUENCE
I’m sick – (ADMIT) the depravity of man

And I’m gonna die (WAGES) the judgment

You’re a doctor – (CONFESS) the Lordship of Jesus

And I need help – (FORGIVE) the need for forgiveness of sins

I’ve tried to help myself and I can’t do it - (REPENT) the need to change direction

Jesus, please help me - (OPEN) invite Jesus into your life

__________________________________________

REASONS TO “NOT” PRESENT THE GOSPEL
EXCUSE - I am afraid I will offend someone
TRUTH – The Word of God is offensive to the fallen nature of mankind
EXCUSE - I am afraid the person will refuse to accept Jesus

TRUTH – That is God’s problem, not ours

EXCUSE - My life is not consistent as a Christian

TRUTH – Jesus uses us in our weakness, not in our strength

EXCUSE - I really do not think it is my responsibility

TRUTH – It is the responsibility of every obedient believer to share the Gospel
EXCUSE - I am afraid questions would be asked that I could not answer

TRUTH – If that is the case, send them to someone with answers, and grow in grace

EXCUSE - I am not really sure others need Jesus

TRUTH – that is a lie from the devil. Everyone is lost and needs Jesus
________________________________
VERSE SUPPORT FOR PRESENTING THE GOSPEL

John 15:8 – This is to my Fathers’ glory, that you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples

John 15:16 – I chose you and appointed you to go and bear fruit

Acts 8:34-35 - The eunuch asked Philip, "Tell me, please, who is the prophet talking about, himself or someone else?" Then Philip began with that very passage of Scripture and told him the good news about Jesus. 

Acts 17:2-3 - As his custom was, Paul went into the synagogue, and on three Sabbath days he reasoned with them from the Scriptures, explaining and proving that the Christ had to suffer and rise from the dead. 

Acts 20:24 - However, I consider my life worth nothing to me, if only I may finish the race and complete the task the Lord Jesus has given me — the task of testifying to the gospel of God's grace. 

Romans 1:16 - I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes: first for the Jew, then for the Gentile.

Romans 10:14-15 - How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And how can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard? And how can they hear without someone preaching to them? And how can they preach unless they are sent? As it is written, "How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!"

1 Peter 3:15 - Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect, 

Colossians 1:25-26 - I have become its servant by the commission God gave me to present to you the word of God in its fullness— the mystery that has been kept hidden for ages and generations, but is now disclosed to the saints. 

Colossians 1:28-29 - We proclaim him, admonishing and teaching everyone with all wisdom, so that we may present everyone perfect in Christ. To this end I labor, struggling with all his energy, which so powerfully works in me.

1 Thessalonians 2:8 - We loved you so much that we were delighted to share with you not only the gospel of God but our lives as well, because you had become so dear to us.

II Timothy 2:2 – Paul said, the things you have heard me say in the presence of many witnesses, entrust to reliable men who will be able to teach other also
