Fundamental # 10 –   Prayer of Salvation (using the 10 verse AWCFROGROL sequence)

_____________________________________________________________________

DEFINITIONS 

1) Prayer of Salvation – whenever this phrase is used in this lesson it describes a prayer that someone uses to lead another person into a relationship with Jesus Christ
2) Seeker - a person who is considering the truths of the Gospel in order to potentially begin a relationship with God through Jesus Christ

PREFACE 
1) We will be skipping Fundamental #9 this week (Developing your Testimony) and will be jumping from Fundamental #8 to Fundamental #10 for this week’s lesson
The reason we will be skipping Fundamental #9 is because Fundamentals #8 and #10 are generally sequential in practice (meaning – after a person presents the Gospel to a seeker, for the sake of simplicity, we will be presuming that the seeker will immediately wish to begin a relationship with God through Jesus Christ)

2) A person does not need to immediately wish to begin a relationship with Jesus after hearing the gospel presented. They can invite Jesus into their life at any point in time, with or without the “help” of another person praying with them, by simply asking Jesus to come into their life. 
After an individual has had the Gospel presented to them, they have a number of options. They can; 

a) They can ask Jesus to come into their life immediately, with the assistance of the person who had just shared the Gospel with them

b) They can ask Jesus to come into their life immediately, without the assistance of another person 

c) They can ask Jesus to come into their life at a later time, with or without the assistance of another person

However, for matters of simplicity in presenting Fundamental #10, we will “presume” that the person desiring a relationship with Jesus desires it immediately after hearing the Gospel presented
3) Since Fundamental #10 will be immediately following the previous lesson (Fundamental #8, which described how to “Present the Gospel” using the 10 verse AWCFROGROL sequence), some of the material used below will be repetitive

INTRODUCTION
1) Everyone is responsible to participate in Evangelism (everyone is responsible to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ). Evangelism is not an “option”. Evangelism is a minimum requirement and responsibility of a person who wishes to be a obedient follower of Jesus Christ
The reason for this is that all obedient followers of Jesus Christ are under the authority of THE GREAT COMMISSION (Matt 28:19-20) which says, “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you”.

2) It has been shared in a previous lesson that in order to “Present the Gospel”, it is very helpful and even potentially necessary to;

a) Have a plan
b) Have a good plan                                                                              

c) Execute the good plan

This above is also true when considering leading a person into a relationship with Jesus through what is called a “Prayer of Salvation”. 
When considering leading a seeker in a Prayer of Salvation, a person must also;

a) Have a plan
b) Have a good plan                                                                              

c) Execute the good plan

4) There are many “plans” currently available to the followers of Jesus that can assist a person in leading a seeker into a relationship with Jesus using a Prayer of Salvation
The particular “Plan” that is presented here below uses the 10 verse sequence AWCFROGROL when sharing the Prayer of Salvation
REMINDERS

AWCFROGROL is an acronym linked with a sequence of “Key Words” and corresponding verses that form the basis of a Gospel Presentation and which depict the fundamental doctrines used when leading someone into a relationship with Jesus

Each of the 10 AWCFROGROL letters is related to a “Key Word” that communicates a doctrinal position (the 10 doctrinal positions were described in the lesson on Fundamental #8): 
A – ADMIT
W – WAGES

C – CONFESS

F – FORGIVE

R – REPENT

O – OPEN

G – GRACE

R – RECEIVE

O – OBEY

L - LOVE

______________________________________________________________

THE PRAYER OF SALVATION “PLAN”

The format (plan) used in leading someone in a Prayer of Salvation is very similar to the format used in the Gospel Presentation (Fundamental #8)

Meaning, when giving a Gospel Presentation, the “presenter” had communicated with the seeker using a few simple sentences to describe the various doctrinal positions necessary to understand the Gospel

Similarly, when leading someone in the Prayer of Salvation, the “presenter” communicates with the seeker using a single sentence that depicts the seekers heart desire in wanting to begin a relationship with Jesus Christ

When leading another person into a relationship with Jesus using the Prayer of Salvation, we will again use each of these 10 AWCFROGROL Letters and Key Words 
The simplicity of this particular “Plan” in leading a seeker in a Prayer of Salvation is that; 

1) This plan is easy to remember, and thus

2) This plan makes it easy to lead someone into a relationship with Jesus
All one has to remember (memorize) in leading someone in a Prayer of Salvation with this plan is;
1) The “word”, AWCFROGROL 

2) The Key Words associated with each of the 10 letters in AWCFROGROL (which was accomplished in Fundamental #8 where the Gospel Presentation Plan was depicted)
* The 10 letters of AWCFROGROL and corresponding Key Words should already be on the sheet of paper that the presenter used when presenting the Gospel (as was described in the lesson on Fundamental #8). 
However, if no sheet of paper had been used when presenting the Gospel, the Plan of Salvation “presenter” simply writes AWCFROGROL with the corresponding Key Words on a sheet of paper in a vertical column as a guide for themselves while leading the seeker in the Prayer of Salvation
HOW DOES SOMEONE THEN ACTUALLY LEAD SOMEONE INTO A RELATIONSHIP WITH JESUS WITH THIS PRAYER OF SALVATION “PLAN”, PRACTICALLY SPEAKING?

1) The presenter says (prays) a single sentence related to each one of the 10  AWCFROGROL Key Words going in order from A to the L in the 10 Key Word sequence

2) The seeker then repeats in prayer the aforementioned sentences spoken by the presenter, one at a time
EXAMPLE

1) ADMIT - Presenter prays

2) Seeker repeats prayer
1) WAGES - Presenter prays

2) Seeker repeats prayer

* This continues through all 10 AWCFROGROL Key Words
FOLLOWING ARE THE SINGLE SENTENCES THAT MIGHT BE “PRAYED” WHEN SHARING THE PRAYER OF SALVATION
* You can use whatever single prayer sentences that you wish when leading someone in a Prayer of Salvation. Here follows an optional plan of sentences to be repeated

REMINDER – the “presenter” first prays the following sentences, and then the seeker repeats them in prayer………one after the other until all 10 AWCFROGROL Key Words and corresponding prayer sentences have been completed
(ADMIT) – Lord Jesus, I admit that I am a sinner

(WAGES) – I understand that the result of my sin is that I am separated from God

(CONFESS) – I confess that Jesus is Lord and believe in my heart that you were raised from the dead

(FORGIVE) – Jesus, please forgive me for my sins

(REPENT) – I now choose to follow you instead of running my own life

(OPEN) -  Jesus, I ask you to come into my life and live within me

(GRACE) – - I understand that salvation is a gift and that I can’t do anything to earn it

(RECEIVE) – thank you for making me your child

(OBEY) – Lord Jesus, I love you and I want to obey you, whatever the cost

(LOVE) – Thank you for revealing yourself to me

At this point, the presenter then confirms with the seeker that they are now born again (John 3:3) and are a Child of God by faith in Jesus Name (Yahoo!!! – Luke 15:10)
WHY IS LEADING SOMEONE IN A PRAYER OF SALVATION THIS WAY SO EASY?

1) You don’t have to memorize a prayer of salvation “word for word”
2) All you have to do is communicate (pray) a single sentence related to the AWCFROGROL Key Words in their order, since this “Prayer Plan” provides a logical and simple sequence for leading someone in a Prayer of Salvation
3) This “plan”, then, mirrors the Gospel Presentation format and sequence and is easily reproducible
TWO THINGS OF A PERSONAL NOTE REGARDING THESE DESCRIPTIVE SENTENCES

1) Each time I lead someone in a Prayer of Salvation, I may use a slightly different sentences for a variety or reasons (one reasons as simple as ……..I find a more effective way to pray by “trial and error”) 


2) It is GOD who does the “saving” (converting), and not us. We are simply fulfilling our responsibility to competently (as best we can) lead someone into a relationship with Jesus
______________________________________________________________

SOME POINTS OF CONSIDERATION WHEN ASKING SOMEONE IF THEY WISH TO PRAY TO RECEIVE JESUS FOR SALVATION
Before leading the person into a relationship with Jesus, please make sure that they understand the Gospel, whether you have just presented it yourself, or if the seeker has had the Gospel previously presented to them by someone else 

* You may consider asking the seeker to communicate the Gospel to you from their understanding, if you are unsure as to their full understanding of the Gospel
FINAL REMINDERS

1) If you have been the one who presented the Gospel to the seeker, I would encourage you to immediately ask them if they wish to ask Jesus into their life (and if they wish to do so, then lead them into a relationship with Jesus through the Prayer of Salvation right then and there – strike while the iron is hot!)
2) If the person does not wish to make a decision to ask Jesus into their life at that time, simply inform them that they can ask Jesus into their life on their own and at any time by simply praying something like, “Lord Jesus, please come into my life and take over”. 
However, if they want help in asking Jesus into their life, then let them know that you would be glad to pray with them at any time
3) If the seeker does not wish to ask Jesus into their life at that time, I would encourage you to get the seekers phone number (if you don’t know them) and follow-up your Gospel Presentation with a phone call or other kind of contact, to ask them what they think, and/or if they have any further questions?

4) Finally, if the seeker “has” prayed with you and is now born again, PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE either commit to disciple them (“parent” them, spiritually speaking”) or find them a discipler (spiritual parent) immediately after new birth (along with getting them connected with a local church and other fellowship, etc)

VERSE SUPPORT FOR USING THE PRAYER OF SALVATION
Luke 15:10 - I tell you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner who repents."  

John 3:3 - Jesus declared, "I tell you the truth, no one can see the kingdom of God unless he is born again.

Acts 2:37-38 - When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what shall we do?" Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off — for all whom the Lord our God will call." With many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them, "Save yourselves from this corrupt generation." Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about three thousand were added to their number that day. 

Acts 8:14-15 - When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them. When they arrived, they prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit,

Acts 8:34-38 - The eunuch asked Philip, "Tell me, please, who is the prophet talking about, himself or someone else?" Then Philip began with that very passage of Scripture and told him the good news about Jesus. As they traveled along the road, they came to some water and the eunuch said, "Look, here is water. Why shouldn't I be baptized?" And he gave orders to stop the chariot. Then both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water and Philip baptized him.

Acts 16:29-34 - The jailer called for lights, rushed in and fell trembling before Paul and Silas. He then brought them out and asked, "Sirs, what must I do to be saved?" They replied, "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved — you and your household." Then they spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all the others in his house. At that hour of the night the jailer took them and washed their wounds; then immediately he and all his family were baptized. The jailer brought them into his house and set a meal before them; he was filled with joy because he had come to believe in God — he and his whole family. 

Romans 10:14-15 - How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And how can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard? And how can they hear without someone preaching to them? And how can they preach unless they are sent? As it is written, "How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!"
